Carl Patterson, who passed away in 1968, built many Moth Boats and contributed to the Yacht Club of Sea Isle City, NJ becoming a successful Moth fleet that could compete with the best of em. “Mr. Pat” started building “Connecticut Moths” in the mid 50’s for family and friends, moved on to building “Florida (Cates) Moths” into the early 60’s to support the Sea Isle fleet, then in 1964 he built the first Shelley in the U.S., boat # 2690, which son Bob sailed to win the Junior Internationals in 1965. He built more Shelleys and was the designated importer for McCutcheon, John Shelley’s builder in the U.K. Bob’s older brother Tom sailed Moths also, and between the two they collected a fair amount of silver into the early 70’s. Sister Nancy (Tidy), 8 years Bob’s junior, also sailed Moths, collecting her own set of silver, and has returned to racing her own Mistral. Cousin Carla Patterson Larrick is also a returning Mothist. 

As past commodore of the Chester River Yacht and Country Club, Bob has sponsored this “Moth Boat only” regatta since 2002. In late September the Chester River is still warm enough to “enjoy” an unplanned dunk, and the wind is usually better than in the summer. We plan to have 5 to 7 races. Any former Moth sailors or aspiring Mothists who show up may be able to borrow a boat from a willing boat owner for an additional informal race or two, hopefully to catch the bug enough to join our growing fleet. There are also a few Mothists with more than one boat who may lend aspiring Mothists a boat for the entire regatta. This will require planning ahead. Contact Bob Patterson if you are willing to lend your boat, have an extra boat, or if you know of possible “recruits” that want to give Classic Moths a try. 

We encourage you to bring guest committee members (friends, siblings, spouses, significant others; no experience necessary) to help with starts and scoring so they can substitute, to allow the “official” committee to sail in a race or two. CRY&CC has a very Moth-friendly launching beach and we race right in front of the club on the Chester River. Spectators can see the action from the dock!
